Town Council Highlights

September 21, 2004

Regular Monthly  Meeting

O
fficials Present: Mayor Pro Tem Dave
Howell; Councilmembers Ryan
Litherland, Wayne Hoyt, Carla

Anderson and Barry Gray; Assistant Town
Attorney, David Dodd; and Town Secretary,
Debbie Millican.  Absent: Mayor Ron Robertson

Mayor Pro Tem Howell called the meeting to
order at 7:00 p.m.

Consent Agenda - On a motion by Ryan Litherland
and a second by Wayne Hoyt,  the Town Council
voted unanimously to approve the following consent
agenda, as presented: *A) Approval of Minutes: 1)
August 17, 2004, regular monthly meeting and 2)
August 21, 2004 Joint Work Session.

Citizen Appearances for Non-Agenda Items -
Annemarie Moore expressed concerns for code
enforcement, illegal signs, parking cars for sale on FM
407, mowing on commercial property along FM 407, the
possible establishment of a police department, and a tax
freeze for individuals over 65.  Del Knowler spoke to the
Council regarding a Certificate of Convenience and
Necessity for sanitary sewer and expressed concerns for
the issuance of tax notes to fund the installation of fire
hydrants/improvements to the fire bay and the culvert and
drainage project on East Jeter Road.  Gracie Egan invited
the Town Council to attend the Argyle Eagles’ home game
on October 8.  No one else spoke.  No action was taken. 

The Town Council received Appointed Representative
Reports. No action was taken.

Public Hearing - The Town Council held a public hearing
to hear public comment regarding the proposed  Re-Plat of
Lots 10 & 11 of Block C of the Saddlebrook Addition,
Phase 1, located in the D. Cook Survey, Abstract 230,
Town of Bartonville, Denton County, Texas.  Said
property is currently zoned as “RE-2”-Residential Estates
– 2 acre lots and is located on the south side of Noble
Champions Way approximately 413 feet west of Kentucky
Derby Drive.  Carla Anderson and Barry Gray recused
themselves from the deliberations and abstained from
voting due to a conflict of interest.   The applicant, Barry
Gray, explained that the purpose of the replat was to
combine his two lots into one lot.  He asked that the
Council approve the replat. Planning and Zoning Vice
Chairman Gloria McDonald, presented the Commission’s
recommendation to approve the replat.  No one spoke in
favor of or in opposition to the replat.  On a motion by
Ryan Litherland and a second by Wayne Hoyt, the council
voted 3-0-2 to approve the replat as recommended by the
Planning and Zoning Commission.

Fiscal Year 2004-05 Budget - The Town Council
considered Ordinance 356-04, an ordinance approving and
adopting the Town of Bartonville Budget for Fiscal Year
2004-2005. The Town Council held a public hearing on
August 17, 2004, regarding the Proposed Fiscal Year
2004-05 Budget and 2004 Ad Valorem Tax Rate.  The
proposed total tax rate for 2004 is $.17944 per one
hundred-dollar evaluation.  The proposed general
operating budget for Fiscal Year 2004-2005 is $443,119
with a debt service budget of $166,787.  Gloria McDonald
inquired about the separate line items for the Town
Planner fees and the  preparation of the new Zoning
Ordinance.  She also expressed concerns for the issuance
of debt to pay for  fire suppression and drainage
improvements.  Annemarie Moore also expressed concerns
for the issuance of debt for fire hydrants in Stonewood
Addition and for the drainage culverts under East Jeter
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Don’t  Forget!     The last day
to register to vote for the
November 2nd National
Election is October 4, 2004.
Voter Registration Cards are
available at Town Hall.

Road.  On a motion by Ryan Litherland and a second
by Wayne Hoyt, the Council voted unanimously to
approve Ordinance 356-04, as presented.

Adopt Tax 2004 Tax Rate - On a motion by Ryan
Litherland and a second by Wayne Hoyt, the Council
voted unanimously to approve Ordinance 357-04, an
ordinance accepting the 2004 certified tax roll for the
Town of Bartonville and approving the 2004 ad
valorem property tax rate and levy of $0.17944 per
$100.00 valuation.

Code of Ordinances - On a motion by Wayne Hoyt
and a second by Barry Gray, the Council voted
unanimously to approve Ordinance 358-04, an
ordinance of the Town of Bartonville, Texas,
adopting and enacting a new Code of Ordinances.

CoServ Gas Rate Increase - On a motion by Barry
Gray and a second by Carla Anderson, the Council
voted unanimously to approve Resolution 2004-19, a
resolution suspending the effective date of CoServ
Gas, Ltd.’s requested rate changes to permit the
Town the time to study the request and establish
reasonable rates.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.

Vice-Chairman McDonald called the meeting to
order at 7:00 p.m.

Citizen comments - Annemarie Moore, 1394 Post
Oak Ln - Ms. Moore stated that she wanted to make
the Commission aware of the fact that Mr. Schnee
had submitted to the Town a concept plan to bring
sewer to the commercial properties at the intersection
of FM 407 and Jeter Road.  Ms. Moore stated that
Mr. Schnee’s property at the intersection was
currently zoned “Ag” and the Town had previously
denied requests to re-zone the property to
commercial. 

Barry Gray, 980 Noble Champions - Mr. Gray stated that
he agreed with Ms. Moore and cautioned that if sewer is
brought to the intersection the Town will then have to deal
with the possibility of cluster housing.

Replat Public Hearing - Public hearing to hear public
comment and to consider recommendations regarding the
proposed Re-Plat of Lots 10 & 11 of Block C of the
Saddlebrook Addition, Phase 1, located in the D. Cook
Survey, Abstract 230, Town of Bartonville, Denton
County, Texas.  Said property is currently zoned as “RE-
2”-Residential Estates – 2 acre lots and is generally
located on the south side of Noble Champions Way
approximately 413 feet west of Kentucky Derby Drive.
The stated purpose of the Re-Plat is to combine Lots 10 &
11 of Block C of the Saddlebrook Addition, Phase I to
create Lot 10R of Block C of the Saddlebrook Addition,
Phase I, being a 5.481 acre tract of land.  

The public hearing was opened for public comment at 7:08
p.m.  Applicant Barry Gray, stated that it had been his
understanding that the developer would re-plat his
property prior to him purchasing it.  Mr. Gray stated that
it wasn’t until a couple of months ago that he realized that
the re-plat had not been done.  Town Planner Todd Parton
stated that there were only two outstanding items from his
letter of August 16, 2004 that needed to be addressed.
Under General Comments item #4 stated that a note must
be added to the face of the plat regarding selling the lot by
metes and bounds and General Comments item #5 stated
that the outstanding taxes on the property must be paid.
Mr. Gray stated that they had been told that the title
company had paid the taxes and would look into the issue.
No one was signed in to speak in favor of or in opposition
to the proposed replat. The public hearing was closed to
public comment at 7:13 p.m.

Commissioner Medlock moved to  approve the  re-plat
with the condition that items #4 and #5 of the General
Comments of Todd Parton’s letter dated August 16, 2004
were met.  Commissioner Abernathy seconded the motion.
For: Unanimous.  The motion carried 4-0.
