I
t’s that time of year
again.  A hectic time
filled with rushing to

visit with family, attend school
pageants, gather with  friends, to
finish that endless shopping list, and.... trying to
figure out how to deal with the dreaded  fruitcake.....
once again.  It is also that time when we reflect on
the past and make plans for the future.

 Looking back over 2004, the Town Council, the
Planning and Zoning Commission and the Town staff
were very busy with projects ranging from
completion of the codification of our ordinances to
the revamping of our zoning regulations.  In 2004 we
made much needed improvements to McMakin Road
and Broome Road.  We all changed over to one trash
company and started our first curb side recycling
program. Town Hall was updated and we refinanced
our 1997 debt to save $150,000 in interest.  The
Council  issued tax bonds to add fire hydrants to the
Stonewood area and to make drainage improvements
to the intersection of McMakin and East Jeter Roads.

 In 2004 we welcomed our new animal control
officer, Brian Hall to Town. Brian has done a great
job in returning lost dogs to thankful owners as well
as helping us with skunks and burrowing armadillos.
We have seen our first gas wells being drilled under
our new oil and gas regulations.  2004 brought us the
Badminton Heights Addition,  the Liberty Christian
School, several new neighborhood shops and
gratefully, we went from no restaurants to three new
full service restaurants to pick from.  

We balanced the budget and once again we were
able to avoid a tax increase.  At our November
meeting we adopted a tax limitation (tax freeze) for
the homesteads of those over sixty-five  years of age
or disabled.  The tax freeze will go into effect on
January 1, 2005.  For those of you that already
receive the over sixty-five/disabled $50,000 tax
exemption, you will not have to file again for the tax
freeze.  For those of you that will be turning sixty-
five, you must make application after you turn sixty
five.  You may obtain the application form from the
Denton Central Appraisal District (DCAD) or you

may print it off their website at  www.dentoncad.com.  If
you have any questions regarding the new tax freeze,
please contact the DCAD at (940) 349-3800.

In 2005 we look forward to completing the new
zoning regulations and conducting an ISO inspection to
hopefully have our insurance rating lowered.   The final
project listed in our five year street paving plan is the
repaving of West Jeter Road.  We should start this project
in late spring.  In 2005 we will complete the remodeling of
Town Hall.  Sounds like we have another busy year
coming up!

Town Council Highlights

November 16, 2004

Regular Monthly  Meeting

Hoyt, and Carla Anderson; Assistant Town Attorney,
Karen Nelson; and Town Secretary, Debbie Millican.
Absent: None.
Mayor Robertson called the meeting to order at 6:30
p.m.

Executive Session - Pursuant to Texas Government Code
Annotated Statutes, Subchapter 551, Section 551.074, the
Town Council entered  into a closed session at 6:31 p.m.
to deliberate the appointment, employment, evaluation,
reassignment, duties, discipline, or dismissal of a public
officer: A) the  evaluation of the job performance of the
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Town Engineer; and B) discussions regarding the
continued contractual agreement with the Town
Engineer. The Town Council adjourned the
Executive Session and resumed the open session of
the meeting at 6:40 p.m.

The Council took a brief break and reconvened at
7:00 p.m, to open the regularly scheduled monthly
meeting.

Consideration of Executive Session - On a motion
by Dave Howell and a second by Carla Anderson, the
Town Council voted unanimously to cancel the
contractual agreement for Town Engineer services
with Crannell, Crannell and Martin Engineering and
to appoint Gary Vickery of Teague, Nall and Perkins
Engineering as the interim Town Engineer, effective
immediately.

Consent Agenda - On a motion by Carla Anderson
and a second by Dave Howell,  the Town Council
voted unanimously to approve the following consent
agenda, as presented: Approval of Minutes: October
19, 2004, Regular Monthly Meeting.

Citizen Appearances for Non-Agenda Items -
Lauren Sharng spoke to the Town Council regarding
her concerns for enforcement of Town Ordinances
due to the lack of a police department.  Ms. Sharng
expressed grave concern for the recent acts of
vandalism, illegal shooting/hunting and speeding
violations in the Saddlebrook Subdivision area.  Del
Knowler reminded the Council of the work of Gracie
Egan and Gloria McDonald to discourage the Public
Utility Commission from approving an application by
TXU to locate an electrical substation in Bartonville.
He stated that the substation would now be located in
Flower Mound due to the efforts by these two
dedicated citizens.  Mr. Knowler encouraged the
Council to recognize them by resolution of
appreciation.  No one else chose to speak.

The Town Council received Appointed
Representative Reports. No action was taken.

Gas Well Plat - The Town Council considered the
proposed Gas Well Development Plat for the #1 Well
at the Walling’s Lease, located at 624 W Jeter Road.
Alan Seals stated that he was in favor of the well and
encouraged the Council to approve the plat.  Bobby
Dollak of G&A Consultants spoke on behalf of the
applicant, Llano Operating Company. Mr. Dollak
stated that the plat met all the requirements of the
Town Engineer and the Development Ordinance.  He
asked that it be approved. Town Secretary Debbie

Millican stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission
had recommended approval.  Wayne Hoyt moved to
approve the plat as recommended by the Planning and
Zoning Commission and Town Staff. Carla Anderson
seconded the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.  

Road Improvements Accepted -  On a motion by Ryan
Litherland and a second by Wayne Hoyt, the Council
voted unanimously to approve the final payment, including
all retainage fees and to accept the improvements as
substantially complete for the McMakin Road
Reconstruction and Broome Road Overlay project.

Ad Valorem Tax Limitation - The Town Council
considered Ordinance 359-04, an Ordinance of the Town
of Bartonville amending the Town of Bartonville Code of
Ordinances, Chapter 11, Taxation, by adding Article
11.300, establishing an Ad Valorem Tax Limitation for
Residential Homestead Property Owners of the Town of
Bartonville, Texas, who are disabled or sixty-five (65)
years of age or older.  Annemarie Moore stated that she
was in favor of the tax limitation and asked that the
Council continue the $50,000 valuation exemption in
addition to the tax limitation.  Ms. Moore thanked the
Mayor and Councilmembers for their consideration of a
tax limitation for people on fixed incomes.  On a motion
by Dave Howell and a second by Wayne Hoyt, the Council
voted unanimously to approve Ordinance 359-04.

Regular Meeting Canceled - On a motion by Ryan
Litherland and a second by Dave Howell, the Council
voted unanimously to cancel the regular monthly meeting
that had been slated for December 21, 2004.

Swimming Pool Fence Regulations Adopted - On a
motion by Dave Howell and a second by Carla Anderson,
the Council voted unanimously to approve Ordinance 360-
04, an  ordinance of the Town of Bartonville amending the
Bartonville Code of Ordinances by amending Chapter 6 to
add Article 6.4, Section 6.401 and 6.402 requiring that all
private swimming pools be enclosed by a fence or barrier.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.

Approval of Minutes - No action taken.

Walling Gas Well Development Plat -   Vice-
Chairman McDonald filed a conflict of interest
affidavit and recused herself from deliberations.
Bobby Dollak with G&A Consultants spoke on
behalf of the applicant.  Mr. Dollak stated that he
had met all of the requirements set forth by Town
Engineer Jeff Crannell.  Mr. Crannell stated that
the plat was specifically for the well site and that
the applicant had met all of the requirements of
the ordinance. Commissioner Langford moved to
recommend to Council the approval of the gas
well development plat for the #1 Well at the
Wallings Lease.  Commissioner Medlock
seconded the motion.  For: Abernathy, Langford,
Medlock.  Against: None.  Abstain: McDonald.
The motion carried 3-0-1.

Proposed Zoning Regulations - The
Commission held discussions with regard to the
proposed zoning regulations and definitions to be
included in said regulations.  No action was
taken.

Safe Holidays...

Holiday Lighting - Take care when burning
candles.  Be sure they are kept away from
decorations or other combustible materials.  Don’t
leave children unattended in a room with lit candles,
and always keep candles out of reach of children.  Never
display lighted candles in windows or near exits.

Test Tree Trimmings - When decorating with lights, be
sure to purchase only those labeled by a testing laboratory.
Never use candles to decorate Christmas trees.  For outside
decorations, use only those lights labeled for outdoor use.
Don’t overload electrical outlets, and always unplug all
lights before leaving home or going to bed.  Never put
electrical lights on a metal Christmas tree.

Keep Christmas Trees Fresh - Choose a fresh Christmas
tree and secure it in a sturdy stand.  Place the tree away
from heat sources and exits, and water it daily.  If you plan
to hang stockings on your fireplace, do not use the
fireplace for fires.

Inspect Fireplaces - Have your chimney inspected by a
professional prior to the start of every heating season and
have it cleaned if necessary.  Creosote, a chemical
substance that forms when wood burns, builds up in
chimneys and can cause a chimney fire if not properly
cleaned.  Remember to burn only wood - never burn paper
or pine boughs, which can float out the chimney and ignite
a neighboring home.  

Be Cautious with Portable and Space Heaters - Place
space heaters at least three feet away from anything
combustible, including wallpaper, bedding, clothing, pets
and people.  Never leave space heaters operating when you
are not in the room or when you go to bed. 

Cook with Care - When cooking, do not wear loose
fitting clothing.  It can be ignited by hot burners.  Always
turn pot handles in.  Don’t store items on the stove top;
they could catch fire.
