The Commissioners reviewed and
discussed the written concerns and comments from
citizens who had atended the Town Council Public
Hearing. The consensus of the Commissoners was to
invite the Town Council to the March 2™ Meeting for
awork session to discuss the proposed revisions.
Gloria McDonald moved to direct staff to revise the
proposed ordinance as discussed, to be presented at the
March 2™ Meeting.

Revisionsto Pipdine Reguldions - The Commission
considered revisions to Ordinance 341-04, Oil and Gas
Pipeline Regulaions. At the request of Gloria
McDonald, the commission considered prohibiting
compression stations in the Town limits. Ms.
McDonald cited a recent newspaper article regarding
natural gas pipdine cooling (compression) stations,
stating that they can be a noise nuisance in residential
areasas well asunsghtly. GloriaMcDonald moved to
recommend that the Town Council amend Ordinance
341-04 to prohibit pipeline compression stationsin the
Town limits. Jim Langford seconded the motion. For:
Unanimous. The motion carried 5to O.

Inspect
around the eaves of your home and around vent covers
for any possible damage that would allow the wildlife
into your attic. Any signs of digging under sheds or
decks could mean rabbits, raccoons, or skunks may be
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trying to make ahome. If you feel, our wild life
friends have started to move in... PLEASE call
me!

| have been in the Animal Control busness
for seven years now and have helped folks out
with all types of wildlife problems. | have live
traps available to handle opossums, skunks,
raccoons, armadillos, and bobcats. With rabbits,
coyotes, and snakes there are many deterrent
methods | can recommend to solve the situation.
We must keep in mind the following facts when
wildlife affects us. Who was here first?? The
animals of course. We need to respect them
before we can better understand them. Are we
sending out invitations?? Possibly.... In many
wildlife cases | work, the resident unknowingly
“invites’ the animals by leaving out dog or cat
foods. Woodpiles, compost piles, or untidy
property will invite mice who will in turn invite
foxes, skunks, and snakes. We cannot blame
these animals for acting out of instinct.

Relocate-Don’'t-Terminate. That's my
motto! | pride myself on being a humane
officer. Let’swork together to safely capture any
nuisance wildlife and relocate them to remote
areas where they can get back to nature. If you
have any questions on wildlife issues or if you
need a humane trap, call me at 817-401-1861.
